– 16 year olds the chance to practice veterinary skills, interact with 
animals, and get experience with medical equipment. �e education 
department �rst held this half-day camp in 2015 and now o�ers two 
versions!

I’ve actually learned a lot myself, like 
some basic stitching methods, which they get to practice on a banana!”
