Six little puppies shivered against the cold
December wind with only each other’s
body heat for warmth.

Within a matter of a few
weeks, they were growing and thriving
with full bellies and loving homes.

Once the puppies were old enough to get
their second set of vaccines and spay/
neuter surgery, they began looking for
their forever families. Since they began
that search so close to the New Year’s
holiday, we named them after popular
New Year’s wishes: Love, Joy, Peace,
Prosperity, Friendship and Luck!

We are happy to share that all of the
“Wish Puppies” got their collective wish
of being adopted into loving forever
homes! Looking back, it’s hard to imagine
that these precious pups almost didn’t get
a chance at life; they began their journey
shivering and cold, and now they are
members of loving forever families.
